
Principal’s Message 

 

I’m late on writing this newsletter message, but my 
message is simple.  The month of January is an im-
portant one for final assessment as every student in 
our school will be writing final exams in one or more 
courses.  Each teacher will be talking to students 
about the final exam, and most courses will have 
some time built in for final exam preparation.  I ask 
parents to help us stress the importance of exam 
writing by providing an expectation at home that 
your son or daughter does a thorough review.  
Whether a student has a 95% and works to maintain 
it, or a 45% and works to make it a pass, the process 
of sorting, organizing, categorizing, and being able to 
“perform on game-day” is a skill that is transferable 
well beyond school life.  Although you may not be up 
to date on the course content, you can help prepare a 
quiet environment and structured time for exam 
preparation.  Students should begin their studying 
right away; they should not be trying to cram a se-
mester’s learning into a two hour review the night 
before the test.  As for exam dates, they are posted 
on our website and have been shared with students.  
We ask the students to be in the school at least 20 
minutes early to hand in their textbooks and com-
plete all the pre-exam routines.

Re:  Provincial Accountability Survey 

 

As an annual check-up on the education system, the Accountability Pillar 

provides an opportunity for Alberta Education and school authorities to 

ensure that we’re equipping students for success. 

 

The Accountability Pillar uses a set of 16 indicators consisting of surveys 

of students, parents and teachers on various aspects of quality; student 

outcomes such as dropout and high school completion rates; and provin-

cial assessments of student learning. 

 

From January to the end of February, Alberta Education will be conduct-

ing the annual Accountability Pillar Survey.  In January, parents of stu-

dents in grade 10 will receive a survey from Alberta Education.  In Febru-

ary, students in grade10 and all teachers will be completing their sur-

veys online at school.   

 

All surveys are anonymous and ask questions about experiences with 

the school. Your participation in the survey helps provide important infor-

mation on the quality of education your child is receiving, so we encour-

age you to return your survey promptly.  

 

Survey results will be available to school authorities in May 2012, and 

will be reported publicly as part of their 3-Year Education Plans and An-

nual Education Results Reports.

Student Exam Schedule 

January 2012  
Students are to be in foyer (for Library, North Gym), or shop area (for South Gym) 10 - 15 

minutes prior to exam. 

All cell phones and electronic devices are to be turned off, and not on the students person (other than approved calcu-

lators where permitted). 

Students must remain seated during the examination, if there are any questions or concerns raise 
your hand and a teacher will address your concerns. 

Textbooks should be dropped off outside library prior to the examination in that course. 

Course exams are designed to be written in 2 hours and extra ½ hour may be taken. 

Students in grades 10 -12 must stay a minimum of 1 hour during the writing of exams. 

For grade 9 Achievement exams, students must stay a minimum of 11/2 hours.  

Students arriving late for an exam are not given extra time to complete their exams. 

Students arriving more than 1 hour late will not be permitted to write the exam. 

All exam times include an extra ½ hour of writing time for students already built in. 

All students must write at the pre-determined time unless alternative arrangements have been 
made with the office.
